The Dinner Party (General Audiences): 60 seconds
SFX:  Voices chattering, china dishes, movement, party noise in background

Woman 1: “Isn’t this dinner party wonderful? Jeanette and Bill did so much planning, and the house looks great!”

Woman 2 [gossipy tone]: “Well, you know it was almost canceled. Did you hear that Bill was really sick with the flu two weeks ago?”

Woman 1: “No, I had no idea….I’ve been so busy at work. But my co-worker’s toddler was in the hospital with flu too… Is Bill okay?”

Woman 2: “It was pretty serious and aggravated his asthma. Bill got sick quickly with a high fever. Fortunately, Jeanette got him to the doctor right away.  The doctor said it was flu, and prescribed a medication that helped him get back on his feet. 
Man 1: “I didn’t know flu was so serious until I heard Bill say he felt like he’d been hit by a truck—he missed a big meeting at work.”
Woman 2: “Well, thank goodness Jeanette had gotten her flu shot—because you know she’s expecting!”

SFX:  Dish crashes to the floor, gasps from others
