SFX: background grocery store noises—carts, checkout ‘grocery’ line register beeping as items are scanned, etc.

Julia: (warmly):“Dr. Gaynes—nice to see you getting groceries instead of in your office!”

Dr. Gaynes: “Hi Julia. How are the kids?”

Julia: “Abigail and David are doing great—they’re at home with a bunch of other kids and their poor dad! These bags (sfx: rattling of chips, food) are supplies!”

Dr. Gaynes: “Now I have to put on my pediatrician’s hat here…I haven’t seen them in my office for their flu vaccines yet…are you bringing them in?”

Julia (wondering aloud): “They’re big kids…do they need flu vaccines…?”

Dr. Gaynes: “Absolutely. The CDC recommends flu vaccination for all kids from 6 months through 18 years!  Flu can be serious. Think about how fast flu can spread through a school...or your own home. Speaking of that, I heard your mom’s coming to town. How about you, your husband, and Grandma all getting vaccinated, too?”
